After Reynie Muldoon responds to a mysterious advertisement recruiting "gifted
children looking for special opportunities,”" he finds himself in a world of mystery and
adventure.

After being trained by Mr. Benedict and his assistants, the four travel to a school
where children are being trained by a criminal mastermind to participate in his schemes
to take over the world. The young investigators need to use their special talents and
abilities in order to discover Mr. Curtain's secrets, and their only chance to defeat him is
through working together.
